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Ever since the China’s arising, the China management related issues have rapidly gained its
importance in academic research field. In order to assist the younger scholars in Taiwan conduct
high quality publications. The College of Commerce at the National Chengchi University
(CNCCU) represents the academy research of management in Taiwan to compete the hosting
school for the research methods and idea development workshop. By helping the Taiwanese young
scholars have a good start to work with international scholars, Taiwan would gradually gain a
leading position in international academic community.

IACMR(International Association for Chinese Management Research ; IACMR) is a professional,
academic organization targeted at scholars, students, managers, and consultants who are interested
in advancing knowledge on managing organizations within the Chinese context.
