ABSTRACT

The main achievements of this project were the founding and promotion of
new-media-related research resources. 3,319 imported books were collected in order
to establish a new media library on international level.  Furthermore, information of
these resources was distributed by means of exhibitions, lectures, and reading cl ubs.
After a two-year subsidy from the National Science Council, we have not only met
but surpassed the requirements.  This project iswell balanced between scale richness
and fitting the copy rate (actually level up to 23.5%). In the future, we are looking
forward to becoming the new media academic center in Asia, and keeping cultivating

domestic energy in research and eduation.
