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The Comparative Study in the Academic Performance Between

New Resident Students and Aboriginal Students

Abstract

The purpose of this research is to compare and understand the
differences between new and native resident students’  academic
achievement performance. The main contribution of this research uses
evidence to identify the most disadvantaged groups for education-related
departments, implement an improvement plan, and help disadvantaged
students reduce study disparity. Literary analysis was used to
determine the possibility factor that affects academic achievements,
understanding the relationship between academic achievements and basic
personal characteristics, family background, physical family status,
and discovering what correlation factor influences academic achievement
differences.

The student sample was a total of 382 native and new resident
students from one elementary school in the Xinzhuang district of New
Taipei city, Taiwan.

Literary discussion was taken as the foundation, and each
student’ s basic family background was investigated to obtain the
variable of possibilities that influence academic achievement.
Academic achievement was calculated from the first semesters’ grades
in Chinese, English, Mathematics, and the semester average. Using the
Regression Analysis, new and native students’ academic achievement
show differences when analyzing each variable with the academic

achievement relationships.
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Research Conclusions:

1. Native students fall behind new resident students in Chinese, English,
Mathematics, and semester average.

2. In the basic personal characteristic variable, gender has significant
influence on academic achievements, showing girls surpassing boys
performance in Chinese, English, and the semester average.

3. The family background variable like father’ s occupation, mother’ s
work status, languages that the student can speak, number of homework
councils, family integrity, and family financial status have a
remarkable effect on academic achievement.

4. The physical family environment variable like enrolls in supplementary
lessons, go to after school class, has an individual desk, and
extracurricular reading material quantity, show exceptional
prevalence to academic achievement.

Suggestions base on this research:

1.To education authorities: (1)enhance home education participation
function; (2)promote the multicultural education continually;
(3)provide assistance to disadvantaged families and students.

2.To school administrators and teachers: (1)strengthen recovery
teaching system, promote guidance to reduce gap, and follow up plan
for most disadvantaged students; (2)proactively pay extra care to
those education disadvantaged students.

3. To guardians: provide a good learning environment, and positively
participate in the child’ s learning activity.
