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Abstract

The recent works of the researcher tried
to justify that the pedagogical aesthetics is
the indispensable category within the area of
educational  philosophy.  Through the
investigation on Paulo Freire’s theory and
it’s interpretative extension, the researcher
also pointed that there are four significant
concepts together constitute the pedagogical
aesthetics -- hope, encounter, engagement
and co-creation. And with the typical
example from the “Sudbury Village School”
in the American, the former project (2006)
has also verified that the pedagogical
aesthetics is best manifested in alternative
school. This project attempts furthermore to
argue that this assumption will be valid in
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Taiwan’s alternative schools. The study
focuses on two examples, the Holistic High
School in Miaoli and C-xin Warldorf School
in Iland.
