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This research project focuses on China’s compliance with the international
regime norms, analyzing the dynamics and process of China’s roles during Chemical
Weapons Convention (CWC) negotiation and with the Organization for the
Prohibition of Chemical Weapons (OPCW). The project will also study China’s
compliance records after it accedes to the CWC. On the one hand, the CWC serves as
a starting case for Chinato participate in multilateral arms control process. China has
contributed to the treaty on the following:

Inclusion of a prohibition of usein the CWC. During the negotiation process,
China insisted that there was a need to include a categorical prohibition on use in the
CWC. Challenge inspections. China helped to establish a balanced mechanism by
which arequest for a challenge inspection could be denied.

Abandoned CW. China offered a proposal that the responsibility for destroying
abandoned CW rests with the country which produced it. The concept of equivalent
stockpile weight, a proposition intended to solve the problem of comparing the threat
posed by different CW agent types. On the other hand, however, China has been
sanctioned severa times by the U.S. government for violation the CWC provisions.
The research project will address:

1. thegenesisand dynamics of China s participation with the CWC process
2. the corporate agency issue of China s compliance with the CWC

3. theChina simplementations of the CWC provisions

4. the nexus of agency and interaction regarding China srole in the OPCW
