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Abstract

This two-year study is the first sub-project of the collaborative research
project on “Making paid employment and care responsibilities compatible among
working carers: Sustainable development under an ageing population and a declining
birthrate” . The purpose of this study is to analyze the state welfare policies
of Taiwan from a gender perspective and to investigate their influence on the
individuals’ identity of their work/family roles and wellbeing. The results of this
study will be compared with the findings of other welfare state regimes produced
by the international collaborative research teams from Britain, Finland, and Sweden.
The data collection methods applied in this study include document analysis,
secondary-data analysis, in-depth interviews, and telephone-based questionnaire
surveys. It is hoped that through this study policy recommendations will be proposed
to help alleviate the problem of decreasing fertility, eliminate gender inequality,
and reconcile work/family conflict for citizens in order to facilitate the

sustainable development of Taiwanese society.
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Abstract

This study is to evaluate the model of the state welfare in Taiwan from a gender
perspective. After reviewing different typologies of the welfare regimes developed
by different scholars, the study decided to apply the framework and indicators
developed by Korpi(2000) to analyze the state welfare in Taiwan in comparison with
18 OECD countries. It is found that the state welfare in Taiwan is currently located
at the “market-oriented model” , and not the “general family model” as some may
expected. The revision of the Gender-equality Employment Act passed last year, which
provided some refamilialization measures such as maternity leave, paternity leave,
and family care leave, makes the state welfare 1in Taiwan move toward the

“dual-earner model” . But the lack of a defamilialization basis provided by the
public care system strongly hinders the development.

This study also discussed briefly the cause and effect of the state welfare
in Taiwan. Since there is no confessional party nor left-wing parties in Taiwan,
it is natural to find its state welfare to be market-oriented. But the author also
pointed out that party influence is not an adequate variable to measure the influence
of women’ s movement, and the development of new variables for this purpose is
desired. As for the effect of the state welfare, it is found that the overall
difference between men” s and women s labor participation rate in Taiwan is only
less than [taly and Japan. But this labor participation difference for the age group
of 25-34 dropped rapidly, which is even less than many non-Nordic countries. This
peculiar phenomenon is worth future study. As for the ideology of gender roles,
it is found that the attitudes toward women’ s employment in Taiwan is very
conservative, almost falls behind by a generation in comparison with many
general-family model’ countries.

1. Contents of the Report
= Employment structure: gender difference
= Care system for children
= Caresystem for the elderly
= Some international comparisons

2. Employment Structure: Gender Difference of Labor Participation
= The women’s labor participation rate is 49.67%, which is 17.42% less than
the 67.09% for men. (Table 1).
= But the women’s labor participation rate for the age of 20-24 is higher than
that of men by 6.75%; and the women’s labor participation rate for the age of
25-30 is lower than that of men only by 6.5%, which may be a result of
postponement of marriage and giving birth to children for the young
generation (Table 1)
» Unmarried women’s labor participation rates for most age groups are
slightly higher than that of unmarried men. (Table 1)
= But the labor participation rate of women with spouse or co-inhabitant for
age groups of 20-60 are much lower than that of men, with differences from
30.7% to 38.9%. (Table 1)
= The labor participation rate of divorced or widowed women for al age
groups are also lower than that of men, with an average difference of 20.7%.
(Table 1).

3. Care System for Children of 3-6 yearsold

= Overdl, 63.7% of the children of 3-6 years old receive day care services
(but the percentage for the age group of 5-6 years old goes up to 96%). The
remaining are mainly taken care of by family members including
grandparents.

= Among the children who receive day care services, about two thirds
receive private day care services, and only one third receive public day care
services. (Table 2).

= Currently the government provide a voucher of NT$5,000 per semester (6
months) to the children of 5-6 years old who receive services from registered
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private day care organizations .

= But the service fee of private day care usually go up to NT $10,000-15,000
per month, which is about the same amount for the service fee of public day
care for a semester (6 months).

= The Ministry of Education just announced that the government will
begin to provide free day care services to al children of 5-6 years old in
2011.

4. Care System for Children of 0-2 yearsold
= Only 1.2% (4,641) of the children under 2 years old receives services of
day care organizations. The remaining are mainly taken care of by family
members or hired baby sitters.
= Thereisno public day care services for children of under 2 years old.
= Although there is a certification system for baby sitters, the services are
provided in the sector of informal economy without any regulation.
= Currently there are more than 43,000 certificated baby sitters, but probably
only half of the number are actually in practice.
= Last year the government begins to provide a voucher of NT$3,000 per
month to the children under 2 years old of dual-earner families with annual
income less than NT$1,500,000 which hire certificated baby sitters or use
services of day care organizations. The purpose of the policy is to promote
women’s employment and to put the baby sitters under the public supervision.
= But the average service fee for baby sitters is NT$15,041 per month,
which is more than half of the average wage (NT$29,340) of employed
women of 25-34 years old.

5. Care System for the Elderly
= Currently 38,287 elderly receive ingtitutional care and 25,058 elderly
receive home care services.
= But 165,898 families employ migrated foreign care workers, which
account for more than 70% of the elderly who use long-term care services.
= Among the elderly who receive institutional care, 13% receive services
from public-run/public-owned organizations, 25.5% receive services from
NPO/NGOs, and 61.4% receive services from small private organizations.
(Table 3)

6. Care Policy for the Elderly
= Currently the government pays for both institutional care and home care
services for low-income families, but only subsidize the home care services to
general families by about 60% of the expense.

= The family which employed migrated foreign care workers is not eligible
for the subsidy.

= The government is now planning for a nationa long-term-care insurance
program which is to be legislated next year.

7. Some International Comparisons
= Applying the typology and indicators developed by Korpi(2000), it is
found that Taiwan performs very poorly in terms of “the general family
support model” indicators, and is moving from “the market-oriented model”
toward ‘“the dual-earner support model” since the revision of the
Gender-Equality Employment Law passed last year, which provides 6-month
parental leave with payment of 60% of wages for each parent worker with
children under age of 2. (Tables 4 and 5)
» In terms of indicators of gender equality, the gender difference of labor
participation rate for the age group of 25-54 years old in Taiwan is only next
to Italy and Japan among the 18 OECD countries, but the difference for the
age group of 25-34 years old is similar to Finland and smaller than some of
“the market-oriented model” countries. (Table 6)
* In terms of the indicator of gender-role ideology, Taiwan is very
conservative, of which the percentage of the total population who hold
negative attitudes toward women’s employment is similar to that of the age
group of 55-76 years old in “the general-family support model” countries.
(Table 6)
* Note: The negative attitudes toward women’s employment are measured
by the 9 questions of the International Social Survey Program.

3. Discussion about research collaboration and plansfor the future
(1) Comparative work
The group discussed chances and opportunities for collaboration and comparing
quantitative and qualitative data-sets and findings. In practice plans to collect
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new survey data and to do international comparison on the basis of new
guantitative data-sets were postponed. For the moment it is easiest to first ook if
the data sets available give material to compare findings in each country. It was
stated that the participants of each country need to have a closer look at what
kind of data exists (questions, sampling etc.). Some of this information has
already been exchanged, e.g. Taiwanese partners have delivered information
about their questionnaires and data collected. In Finland, Sweden and Britain
there are some quantitative data-sets on working carers (that aready exist) that
may have similar el ements that could be compared.

Qualitative comparisons (e.g. between two countries) were strongly encouraged,
that is, joint writing between researchers from severa national teams. Nationally
gathered interview data on carers of people with intellectua disabilities could
offer opportunities for such cross-cultural comparison and perhaps the same
would be true for carers of older people, aswell.

Discussions about the time-table and forms of collaboration as well about
funding will continue in future meetings.
