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Abstract

Missing is an experimental work which combines sound and theatre elements. It
intends to discuss the similarities between traveling and life experiences. The work is
eventually presented with live instrument-playing and performing.

Inspired by the exchange experience in Ireland and based on the theory of
“Acculturation Theory” and on “Travel Literature”, the playwright, also the songwriter,
merges her own experiences and the observations and writes songs with topic of “Leave”
and “Return”. One year after returning from Ireland, the playwright had also been
through some mental realizations in life. She tries to put the quality of “repeat” of music
and the details of daily life into the play script, in order to bring the topics up to an
ordinary and continuous cycling metaphor in life.

In the process of production, taking music theories, cross-media works, and some
modern pop music for reference, playwright started to think about “How to tell a story
by sound?” and “How to use theatre elements and images properly to maximize the
dramatic effect?” Therefore, both thesis writing and play producing aim at creating a
sound-based narrative space with theatre performances and images as just auxiliary
elements. Moreover, activities before the show and interactions during the play are
employed to fulfill the meaning co-created by both playwright and audience.

The introspection of creation motive, reading, script writing, and activities
designing are all preparations beforehand. After the show, the audience feedback is
collected as the reference of learning and self-criticizing. Adding on the reference,
working records above become a five-chapter thesis in the end.
